In May 2017, many areas in Sri Lanka suffered severe flood and landslides. One of the worst 

affected areas was Ratnapura. Our charity managed to do an emergency collection of funds 

of £649.65 (this will raise gift aid of £156.25 from those who are working). 

ThatΩs a total of £805.90. We managed to send the money (Rs125k @Rs187=£1) excluding 

gift aid to our charity rep in Ratnapura who distributed essential goods to three places for 

those who were affected by the floods. The gift aid monies are due to be distributed to a 

few worse affected families who live near the rivers. We plan to buy essential groceries for 

them.
